我們的表現

在回顧年度充滿挑戰的經營環境下，我們採

取審慎的投資策略，並繼續致力為股東提供

穩定的回報。年內，我們向股東派發了2019
年度末期股息每股港幣10仙。另外，董事已
議決建議派發2020年度末期股息每股港幣10
仙，與2019年度末期股息維持相同水平。

The coronavirus pandemic has significantly changed our way 
of life. The economic activities around the world have been 
severely disrupted, which has led to major shifts in patterns 
of consumer demand. The operations of the Group have 
been affected to a certain extent by the global economic 
recession and more turbulent financial markets.

我們的表現（續）

本集團於2020年錄得除稅後溢利港幣43,606
萬元，比較2019年的港幣57,149萬元下跌
23.7％。每股基本盈利下跌23.7％至港幣
73.01仙。

於2020年12月31日，本集團的總資產錄得
港幣84億元，比較2019年年底的港幣77億
元上升9.1％。

於2020年12月31日，我們的銀行業務總資
產佔本集團總資產的72.2%。於2020年12
月31日，本公司的每股淨資產值達港幣12.7
元，約79.9%來自廈門國際銀行股份有限公
司（「廈銀」，連同集友銀行有限公司（「集

友」）及澳門國際銀行股份有限公司（「澳

銀」）統稱為「廈銀集團」）的投資。

本集團最重要的金融投資廈銀於2020年貢獻
本集團業績約89.7%。信貸環境疲弱令本年
度的預期信貸損失整體有所增加，為本集團

報告目的的廈銀除稅後溢利比較2019年下跌
22%。本集團於2020年攤佔廈銀集團業績比
較2019年的港幣57,517萬元下跌22.7%至港
幣44,478萬元。

廈銀集團實現了資產負債表的平穩增長，於

2020年12月31日的總資產比較2019年年
底的人民幣9,183.4億元上升3.7%至人民幣
9,522.8億元。

為了滿足長遠發展和戰略佈局的資本需求，

廈銀已於2020年12月完成向第三者發行新股
份以擴大其股本，致使本公司所持廈銀的股

權由約9.7635%被攤薄至約8.8543%。因此，
本集團於年內錄得攤薄虧損港幣2,875萬元。
本公司於廈銀增資擴股完成後仍為廈銀第二

大股東。本公司將盡最大努力就擬增資擴股

事項獲得中國銀行保險監督管理委員會廈門

監管局的批准，以維持持有廈銀的持股比例。

The Group recorded a profit after tax of HK$436.06 million 
in 2020, decreased by 23.7% when compared to HK$571.49 
million in 2019. Basic earnings per share decreased by 23.7% 
to 73.01 HK cents.

Total assets of the Group recorded an increase of 9.1% to 
HK$8.4 billion at 31 December 2020 as compared to HK$7.7 
billion at the end of 2019.

Total assets of our banking business accounted for 72.2% of 
the Group’s total assets at 31 December 2020. The net asset 
value per share of the Company amounted to HK$12.7 at 
31 December 2020, about 79.9% came from the investment 
in Xiamen International Bank Co., Ltd. (“XIB”, together with 
its subsidiaries, Chiyu Banking Corporation Limited (“CYB”) 
and Luso International Banking Ltd. (“LIB”), are collectively 
referred to as “XIB Group”).

XIB, the most significant financial investment of the Group, 
contributed about 89.7% of the results of the Group in 2020. 
The weakened credit environment resulted in an overall 
increase in expected credit loss for the year and the profit 
after tax of XIB for the Group’s reporting purpose recorded 
a decrease of 22% as compared to 2019. The Group’s share 
of results of XIB Group was HK$444.78 million in 2020, a 
decrease of 22.7% as compared to HK$575.17 million in 
2019.

XIB Group achieved a steady growth in its balance sheet 
and the total assets grew by 3.7% to RMB952.28 billion at 
31 December 2020 as compared to RMB918.34 billion at the 
end of 2019.

In order to meet the capital requirements for long term 
development and strategic plan, XIB had completed the 
issuance of new shares to third parties to enlarge its share 
capital in December 2020, which resulted in the dilution 
of the Company’s shareholding in XIB from approximately 
9.7635% to approximately 8.8543%. Accordingly, the Group 
recognised a loss on dilution of HK$28.75 million during the 
year. The Company is still the second largest shareholder 
of XIB upon completion of the capital contribution in XIB. 
The Company shall use its best endeavors to obtain the 
approval from the China Banking and Insurance Regulatory 
Commission Xiamen Office in respect of the possible capital 
contribution plan in order to maintain its shareholding in 
XIB.

作為中國內地極少數在港澳均擁有附屬銀行

的銀行機構，廈銀將充分利用中國內地、香

港、澳門三地網點佈局和國際化的優勢，服

務實體經濟、服務本地和普惠小微企業，重

點提升本地化和分散化水平，同時積極穩妥

開展跨境金融業務，走出一條具有特色的城

商行發展之路。我們預計銀行業務將繼續保

持穩健的財務業績，長遠而言能夠實現合理

的價值增長。

在《銀行家》雜誌評選的「2020全球1000大
銀行排名」中，廈銀以資產總額躍居全球第

153位，及以一級資本總額位列全球第189
位。

於年內，我們繼續專注改善保險業務的營

運。年內實現的保費增長及承保業績充分反

映管理層的努力。香港及澳門保險業務均保

持保費增長勢頭，總毛保費收入於2020年上
升79.1%至港幣16,086萬元。我們於2020年
實現扣除承保業務的管理費用後的承保溢利

港幣1,435萬元，比較2019年的港幣1,041萬
元上升37.8%，主要由於業務的質量改善所
致。

我們的保險業務管理團隊將繼續通過不同的

分銷渠道識別有利可圖的新商機及不斷提升

承保業績，為股東提供滿意的回報。

As being one of the very few banks in Mainland China 
t h at  ow n s  s u b s i d i a r y  b a n k s  b o t h  i n  H o n g  K o n g  a n d 
Macau,  XIB wil l  leverage its  advantages of  i ts  branch 
network in Mainland China, Hong Kong and Macau and 
internationalisation to serve the real economy and provide 
inclusive finance business for local small and micro business 
owners. XIB will focus on improving the level of localisation 
and decentralisation, actively and steadily developing cross-
border financial business, and embarking on the unique 
development path of city commercial banks. We expect 
that our banking business will continue to maintain a stable 
financial performance and achieve reasonable value growth 
in the long term.

XIB was ranked 153th in total assets and 189th in Tier-one 
Capital in the 2020 Top 1000 World Banks announced by The 
Banker.

We continued to focus on improving the operation of 
our insurance business during the year.  The effor ts of 
management were fully recognised by the premium growth 
and underwriting results achieved during the year. The 
premium growth momentum continues for both Hong Kong 
and Macau insurance businesses. The total gross insurance 
premiums increased by 79.1% to HK$160.86 million in 2020. 
We have achieved an underwriting profit after charging 
management  expenses  for  under wr i t ing bus iness  of 
HK$14.35 million in 2020, an increase of 37.8% as compared 
to HK$10.41 million in 2019 which was mainly due to the 
improvement in quality of business.

Our insurance business management team will continue 
to identify profitable new business opportunities through 
different distribution channels and continuously improve 
t h e  u n d e r w r i t i n g  p e r f o r m a n c e  i n  o r d e r  t o  p r o v i d e 
satisfactory returns to the shareholders.

業務回顧

全球經濟受到新冠肺炎疫情的不利影響，金

融市場變得更加動盪。經濟不明朗的影響導

致預期信貸損失增加，影響了我們的銀行業

務財務業績。

經營業績

本集團於2020年錄得股東應佔溢利港幣
43,606萬元，比較2019年的港幣57,149萬
元減少港幣13,543萬元或23.7%。年內每股
基本盈利港幣73.01仙，比較2019年的港幣
95.69仙減少港幣22.68仙或23.7%。

金融服務

本集團的金融服務業務包括透過持有的主要

聯營公司廈銀集團分別於中國內地、香港及

澳門經營銀行業務，及於中國內地經營小額

貸款業務。

本集團的金融服務業務於2020年錄得稅後
溢利港幣40,599萬元，比較2019年的港幣
56,087萬元下跌27.6%。該業績下跌主要源
於攤佔廈銀集團的業績減少及因廈銀股權於

年內被攤薄的虧損所致。

銀行業務

廈銀集團透過完善的分行網絡和科技設施在

中國內地、香港及澳門提供全面金融服務。

T h e  g l o b a l  e c o n o my  w a s  a d ve r s e l y  a f fe c t e d  b y  t h e 
coronavirus pandemic and financial market became more 
volatile. The financial performance of our banking business 
was affected by the increase in expected credit losses 
caused by the impact of economic uncertainty.

Operating Results

The Group recorded a profit attributable to shareholders 
of HK$436.06 million in 2020, representing a decrease of 
HK$135.43 million or 23.7%, as compared to HK$571.49 
million in 2019. Basic earnings per share for the year was 
73.01 HK cents, a decrease of 22.68 HK cents or 23.7%, as 
compared to 95.69 HK cents in 2019.

Financial Services

The f inancial  ser vices business of  the Group includes 
the engagement of banking business through its major 
associates, XIB Group in Mainland China, Hong Kong and 
Macau respectively,  and the provision of micro credit 
business in Mainland China.

The Group’s financial services business reported a profit 
after tax of HK$405.99 million in 2020, a decrease of 27.6% 
as compared to HK$560.87 million in 2019. Such decrease 
in the results was primarily originated from the decrease 
in share of results of XIB Group and the loss on dilution of 
shareholding interest in XIB during the year.

XIB Group offers  comprehensive f inancial  ser vices in

廈銀集團錄得為本集團報告目的的稅後溢利

人民幣41億元，比較2019年的人民幣52億
元，減少人民幣11億元或22%。該下跌主要
因為廈銀集團於2020年的整體預期損失及其
他信貸減值提撥增加所致。源於貸款組合的

增長，2020年的淨利息收入比較2019年上升
18.1%。由於來自以公平值計入損益的金融工
具損失淨額及匯兌虧損增加，2020年的非利
息收入減少25.6%。

於2020年12月31日，廈銀集團的總資產實
現穩定增長，貸款業務及客戶存款同時錄得

滿意的增長。於2020年12月31日，總資產
由2019年年底的人民幣9,183.4億元上升3.7%
至人民幣9,522.8億元。客戶貸款由2019年
年底的人民幣4,666.3億元上升12.8%至人民
幣5,262億元。在貸款組合持續穩定增長的同
時，廈銀繼續保持良好的資產質量，總減值

貸款對總客戶貸款比率低於1%。客戶存款由
2019年年底的人民幣6,346.8億元上升3.3%
至人民幣6,554.1億元。

廈銀增資擴股已於2020年12月底獲批，註
冊資本已由約人民幣83.86億元增加至約人
民幣92.47億元，有效提升廈銀的資本水平。
廈銀於2020年12月底完成增資擴股後，本
公司於廈銀的股權已由約9.7635%減少至約
8.8543%。本公司於年內已確認攤薄虧損約
港幣2,875萬元。

XIB Group repor ted a  prof i t  af ter  tax for  the Group’s 
reporting purpose of RMB4.1 billion, a decrease of RMB1.1 
bill ion or 22%, as compared to RMB5.2 bill ion in 2019. 
Such decrease was mainly driven by the overall increase in 
expected credit losses and other credit impairment charges 
in 2020. Net interest income grew by 18.1% in 2020 as 
compared with 2019, which was achieved by the growth in 
loan portfolios. Non-interest income decreased by 25.6% 
in 2020 due to the increase in net losses from financial 
instruments measured at fair value through profit or loss 
and foreign exchange loss.

XIB Group achieved a stable growth in its total assets with 
satisfactory growth in both loan books and customers’ 
deposits at 31 December 2020. At 31 December 2020, the 
total assets grew by 3.7% to RMB952.28 billion as compared 
to RMB918.34 billion at the end of 2019. Gross loans to 
customers were RMB526.2 billion, an increase of 12.8% 
as compared to RMB466.63 bil l ion at the end of 2019. 
XIB achieved a continuous and stable growth in its loan 
portfolios while upholding good asset quality with gross 
impaired loans and advances as a percentage of gross loans 
and advances to customers less than 1%. Total deposits 
from customers were up 3.3% to RMB655.41 billion from 
RMB634.68 billion at the end of 2019.

The capital  contribution of XIB had been approved at 
the end of December 2020 and the registered capital 
was increased from approximately RMB8.386 bill ion to 
approximately RMB9.247 billion, effectively improving the 
capital level of XIB. The Company’s shareholding interest in 
XIB decreased from approximately 9.7635% to approximately 
8.8543% upon completion of capital contribution of XIB at 
the end of December 2020. The Company has recognised a 
loss on dilution of approximately HK$28.75 million during 
the year.

小額貸款業務

本公司一家全資附屬公司三明市三元區閩信

小額貸款有限公司（「三元小貸」），曾從事

為福建省三明市的中小企業及個人提供小額

貸款服務。三元小貸將繼續積極主動管理及

採取一切措施收回不良貸款。

於2020年12月31日，不良貸款餘額人民
幣22,164萬元（等值港幣26,342萬元），比
較2019年年底的人民幣23,397萬元（等值港
幣26,170萬元）減少5.3%。於2020年12月
31日，減值準備對貸款及應收利息總額比
率92.4%，比較2019年年底的92.3%上升0.1
個百分點。於回顧年內，三元小貸向客戶收

取利息收入人民幣90萬元（等值港幣102萬
元），2019年則收取人民幣124萬元（等值港
幣140萬元）。三元小貸於2020年錄得稅後溢
利人民幣1,309萬元（等值港幣1,474萬元），
比較2019年錄得人民幣1,050萬元（等值港幣
1,192萬元）上升24.7%，主要為減值貸款的
回收。

Micro Credit Business

Sanming Sanyuan District Minxin Micro Credit Company 
Limited (“Sanyuan Micro Credit”), a wholly-owned subsidiary 
of the Company, had been engaged in the provision of micro 
loans to small and medium-sized enterprises and individuals 
in Sanming City, Fujian Province. Sanyuan Micro Credit will 
continue to proactively manage and apply all measures to 
recover its non-performing loans.

At 31 December 2020, non-performing loan balances were 
RMB221.64 million (equivalent to HK$263.42 million), a 
decrease of 5.3% from RMB233.97 million (equivalent to 
HK$261.7 million) at the end of 2019. The allowances to 
total loans and interest receivable ratio was 92.4% at 31 
December 2020, an increase of 0.1 percentage point as 
compared to 92.3% at the end of 2019. Sanyuan Micro 
Credit received RMB0.9 mill ion (equivalent to HK$1.02 
million) interest income from customers during the year, as 
compared to RMB1.24 million (equivalent to HK$1.4 million) 
in 2019. Sanyuan Micro Credit recorded a profit after tax 
of RMB13.09 million (equivalent to HK$14.74 million) in 
2020, an increase of 24.7% as compared to RMB10.5 million 
(equivalent to HK$11.92 million) in 2019, mainly due to the 
recovery of impaired loans.

本公司一家全資附屬公司閩信保險有限公司

（「閩信保險」）於香港及澳門承保一般保險

業務。

閩信保險於2020年錄得毛保費收入港幣
16,086萬元，比較2019年的港幣8,982萬元
上升79.1%。於回顧年內，澳門保險業務的
表現再次超越香港保險業務。憑藉高質量的

銀保業務，澳門保險業務的毛保費收入錄得

29.4%的增長至港幣9,521萬元；香港保險業
務毛保費收入上升304.5%至港幣6,565萬元。

於扣除承保業務的管理支出前，承保溢利比

較2019年的港幣2,214萬元上升11.7%至港
幣2,474萬元，主要因業務的質量改善所致。
於扣除承保業務的管理支出後，閩信保險於

2020年錄得承保溢利港幣1,435萬元，比較
2019年的港幣1,041萬元上升37.8%。

閩信保險於2020年錄得稅後溢利港幣1,549
萬元，比2019年錄得稅後溢利港幣345萬元
大幅增長349%，主要因承保溢利及投資物業

Insurance Business

Min Xin Insurance Company Limited (“Min Xin Insurance”), 
a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, underwrites 
general insurance businesses in Hong Kong and Macau.

Min Xin Insurance recorded gross insurance premiums of 
HK$160.86 million in 2020, increased by 79.1% as compared 
to HK$89.82 million in 2019. The Macau insurance business 
has outperformed the Hong Kong insurance business once 
again during the year. The gross insurance premiums of 
Macau insurance business registered a 29.4% growth to 
HK$95.21 million supported by high-quality bancassurance 
business, and the gross insurance premiums of Hong Kong 
insurance business recorded an increase of 304.5% to 
HK$65.65 million.

U n d e r w r i t i n g  p ro f i t  b e fo re  d e d u c t i n g  m a n a g e m e n t 
expenses for underwriting business increased by 11.7% 
to HK$24.74 million as compared to HK$22.14 million in 
2019, mainly due to the improvement in quality of business. 
Min Xin Insurance recorded an under writ ing profit  of 
HK$14.35 million in 2020, an increase of 37.8% as compared 
to HK$10.41 million in 2019, after charging management 
expenses for underwriting business.

Min Xin Insurance recorded a profit after tax of HK$15.49 
million in 2020, an increase of 349% as compared to a 
profit after tax of HK$3.45 million in 2019, mainly due to 
the increase in underwriting profit and revaluation gain of 
investment properties.

The management team of Min Xin Insurance will continue 
to broaden distribution channels and identify new business 
opportunities, and at the same time will make great efforts 
to continuously improve the underwriting performance and 
provide satisfactory returns to the shareholders.

於2020年12月31日，上證綜合指數比2019
年年底上升約13.9%。華能國際電力股份有限
公司（「華能」）的A股收市競買價由2019年
12月31日的每股人民幣5.57元下跌至2020
年12月31日的每股人民幣4.47元。根據華能
A股收市競買價評估的華能A股的公平值為
港幣36,100萬元（等值人民幣30,374萬元）。
於2020年，本集團在其他全面收益內確認淨
公平值變動產生的虧損港幣6,234萬元（2019
年：港幣14,707萬元），並已在股東權益的公
平值儲備金（不可循環）內分開累計。

本集團旨在長期持有華能A股。華能A股為
本集團持續貢獻滿意的股息收益率。於2020
年，華能宣派2019年度末期股息每股人民幣
0.135元，除息日定為2020年7月6日。本集
團於2020年錄得股息收入人民幣917萬元（等
值港幣1,005萬元），而2019年則錄得2018

華能已公布按中國會計準則編制的2020年度

Investment in Huaneng Power International, Inc. 
(“Huaneng A-Shares”)

At 31 December 2020,  the Shanghai Composite Index 
increased by about 13.9% as compared to that at the end of 
2019. The closing bid price per A-Share of Huaneng Power 
International, Inc. (“Huaneng”) as quoted on the Shanghai 
Stock Exchange decreased from RMB5.57 per share at 31 
December 2019 to RMB4.47 per share at 31 December 2020. 
The fair value of the Huaneng A-Shares measured with 
reference to the closing bid price per A-Share of Huaneng 
stood at HK$361 million (equivalent to RMB303.74 million). 
In 2020, the Group recorded a loss of HK$62.34 million 
(2019: HK$147.07 million) arising from the net movement 
in its fair value change in other comprehensive income and 
accumulated separately in equity in the fair value reserve 
(non-recycling).

The Group aims to hold Huaneng A-Shares in the long term. 
Huaneng A-Shares continues to contribute a satisfactory 
dividend yield to the Group. During 2020, Huaneng declared 
a final dividend for 2019 of RMB0.135 per share with ex-
dividend date on 6 July 2020. The Group recorded dividend 
income totalling RMB9.17 million (equivalent to HK$10.05 
million) in 2020, as compared to the final dividend for 2018 
of RMB0.1 per share totalling RMB6.8 million (equivalent to 
HK$7.71 million) recorded by the Group in 2019.

Huaneng has announced its 2020 annual results under the 
PRC Accounting Standards. Its operating revenue decreased 
by 2.4% and the operating expenses decreased by 5.7% as 
compared to 2019. Its profit attributable to shareholders was 
RMB4.56 billion in 2020, increased by 191.5% as compared 
to RMB1.57 billion in 2019 primarily attributable to decline 
in fuel prices. Earnings per share was RMB0.18 for the year 
under review, an increase of 200% as compared to RMB0.06 
per share in 2019.

福建省福州市寫字樓的市場租金於2020年仍
然疲弱。本集團位於福州市的商業物業及車

位（「福州物業」）於2020年12月31日保持
全部租出，而新簽租約的月租金亦維持於屆

滿租約的水平。本集團於2020年錄得租金
收入人民幣356萬元，比較2019年的人民幣
359萬元下降0.9%，主要由於本集團為支持
中小企業面對新冠肺炎疫情引發的經營困境

Property Investment

The property investment business of the Group represents 
the leasing of certain investment properties in Mainland 
China. In 2020, the property investment business reported 
a profit after tax of HK$3.87 million, an increase of 18.4% as 
compared to HK$3.27 million in 2019, mainly due to increase 
in the revaluation gain of investment properties.

The market rental of office space in Fuzhou, Fujian Province 
remained soft in 2020. The commercial properties and 
parking spaces in Fuzhou (the “Fuzhou Property”) of the 
Group maintained full occupancy at 31 December 2020 and 
the monthly rental of new leases also maintained at the 
same level of expired leases. The Group recorded a rental 
income of RMB3.56 million in 2020, decreased by 0.9% as 
compared to RMB3.59 million in 2019 which was mainly due 
to the partial rental waivers by the Group to support small 
and medium-sized enterprises facing operational difficulties 
arised from the outbreak of the coronavirus pandemic. At 31 
December 2020, the fair value of the Fuzhou Property was 
HK$58.01 million, an increase of 4.7% as compared to the 
fair value of HK$55.41 million at the end of 2019. The Group 
recorded a fair value gain of HK$2.61 million, as compared 
to a fair value loss of HK$3.38 million in 2019. A fair value 
gain after deferred tax of HK$1.12 million was recognised in 
2020, as compared to a fair value gain after deferred tax of 
HK$0.53 million reflecting the write back of deferred tax in 
respect of the reclassification of an investment property to 
an owner-occupied property in 2019.

Total Liabilities to Equity Ratio and Current Ratio

At 31 December 2020, the total liabilities of the Group were 
HK$807.77 million (2019: HK$659.89 million) and the ratio 
of total liabilities to total equity attributable to shareholders 
of the Company was 10.6% (2019: 9.4%). At 31 December 
2020, the current assets and current liabilities of the Group 
were HK$1,409.54 million (2019: HK$1,037.74 million) and 
HK$583.44 million (2019: HK$254.23 million) respectively 
with a current ratio of 2.4 (2019: 4.1).

Borrowings and Charged Assets

The Group monitors its liquidity requirement on a short to 
medium term basis and arranges refinancing of the Group’s 
borrowings as appropriate.

At  31  December  2020,  the  Group had borrowings  of 
HK$521.6 million, comprised HK$371.6 million granted 
b y  l o c a l  b a n k s  a n d  H K $ 1 5 0  m i l l i o n  g r a n t e d  b y  t h e 
controlling shareholder, increased by 13.4% as compared 
to  HK$460 mi l l ion  at  the  end of  2019.  Based on the 
scheduled repayment dates set out in the loan facilities, the 
outstanding amount of HK$421.6 million will mature and is 
repayable within one year and the balance of HK$100 million 
will mature and is repayable more than one year but within 
two years. The Group will consider to arrange refinancing of 
the borrowings if necessary. These loans are in Hong Kong 
dollars and subject to floating interest rates. The effective 
interest rate at 31 December 2020 ranged from 1.5% to 2.5% 
(2019: 3.5% to 4.5%) per annum.

In addition, the Group had undrawn term and revolving bank 
loans of approximately HK$794.65 million at 31 December 
2020. The undrawn term loans balance of HK$654.65 million 
were secured by the self-used office building owned by a 
wholly-owned subsidiary.

deposit. At 31 December 2020, Min Xin Insurance has placed 
fixed deposits of HK$16 million (2019: HK$16 million) in the 
name of “Insurance Authority account Min Xin Insurance 
Company Limited” with a bank in Hong Kong for fulfillment 
of such requirements.

As the Hong Kong dollar and Renminbi are 
both under managed floating systems, the Group reviews 
and monitors periodically its foreign currency exposure and 
considers hedging significant foreign currency exposure 
should the need arise. The Group did not enter into any 
derivative contracts aimed at minimising exchange rate risks 
during the year.

The details of the Group’s insurance 
risk and financial risks exposures are set out in Note 4 to the 
consolidated financial statements.

Business Risks

Banking Business

The growth of XIB Group depends on the macroeconomic 
factors that affect Mainland China, Hong Kong and Macau, 
including the growth of gross domestic product, inflation 
levels, changes in laws and regulations related to banks 
and financial products, changes in macroeconomic control 
policies, market liquidity, changes in credit policies, changes 
in loan demands as well as progress of financial reform and 
interest rate liberalisation. XIB Group may be unable to 
maintain its growth rate as a result of an adverse change in 
any one or more of the above factors or any other factors, 
which could have a material  and adverse effect on its 
financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Th e  r i s k 
management and internal control systems will monitor the 
material aspects of the Group’s business and operations 
and also to safeguard its assets. Such systems are designed 
to manage the Group’s r isks within an acceptable r isk 
profile, rather than to eliminate the risk of failure to achieve 
business objectives, and can only provide reasonable but 
not absolute assurance against material  misstatement 
or loss, and to manage and minimise risks of failure in 
operational systems.

The Board has adopted the Risk Management Policy which 
covers the Group’s r isk appetite and risk management 
framework at strategic and operational levels in identifying,

RISK MANAGEMENT FRAMEWORK (FIGURE 1)

The Group has established a risk management framework 
to define its risk management objectives, risk appetite, 
risk monitoring and reporting mechanism to enable the 
effective implementation of the risk management process 
by the Group. If there are any material risks being identified 
that can have significant effect on the Group, it should 
be immediately reported to the senior management or 
notified to the Audit Committee to take appropriate risk 
management action against the material risks.

RISK APPETITE FRAMEWORK (FIGURE 2)

The Group’s risk appetite is based on five core principles, 
including: Securing capital adequacy; Maintaining a strong 
liquidity position; Preserving good reputation; Complying 
with regulatory and compliance management requirements; 
Matching between risks and returns.

The senior management shall design risk indicators and 
risk limits based on the five core principles and operating 
environment. The senior management shall also report 
its implementation status to the Board on a regular basis. 
Meanwhile, a risk appetite statement report should be 
compiled at least once a year and subsequently submitted 
to the Board for approval.

RISK GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE AND THREE 
LINES OF DEFENSE MODEL (FIGURE 3)

The Group has adopted a systematic risk management 
a p p r o a c h  t o  i m p l e m e n t  a  t o p - d o w n  m a n a g e m e n t 
mechanism. The current risk management organizational 
structure includes the Board, the senior management and 
business divisions.

•	 The Board is the highest steering committee for risk 
management, and with the assistance of the Audit 
Committee, it  evaluates the risks that the Group is 
willing to accept during the phase of achieving strategic 
goals,  so as to ensure the effectiveness of the risk 
management and internal control system.

•	 The senior management is responsible for formulating 
r isk strategies,  r isk pol icies and r isk management 
framework; establishing a risk management culture; and 
implementing and supervising the risk management 
and internal control system.

Th e  co m p l i a n ce  m a n a g e m e nt 
function is responsible for managing 
the Company’s internal systems, 
monitoring whether each business 
divisions has complied with relevant 
internal policies in business operations, 
duly performing supervisions and 
inspections such as compliance 
check and compliance examination, 
and conducting inspections on the 
compliance practice in business 
operations. Meanwhile, the risk 
management function and the 
compliance management function 
shall report the implementation status 
of risk management to the senior 
management, the Audit Committee 
and the Board on a regular basis.

conducting risk management activities on the basis of 
its current work.

A t  t h e  s a m e  t i m e ,  i n  o r d e r  t o  i m p l e m e n t  t h e  r i s k 
management and internal control system effectively and 
to achieve the goal of “To be risk-oriented and to comply 
with the laws”, the Group and Min Xin Insurance have set 
up a “Three Lines of Defense” model ( Table 1) to ensure 
that the operational management and business processes 
of the Group have been embedded with risk management 
activities.

RISK MANAGEMENT PROCESS (FIGURE 4)

The Group conducts risk management by adopting the 
following risk management steps:

Step 1: Risk Identification – Identifying the significant 
sources and types of risks faced by the Group;

Step 2: Risk Analysis – Evaluating the existing risks;

Step 3: Risk Monitoring – Setting key risk indicators for 
identif ied signif icant r isks based on the r isk appetite 
framework, and monitoring risk changes on a regular basis;

Step 4: Risk Reporting – Concluding and analysing the 
results of risk management and reporting the results to the 
senior management and the Board. The report also outlines 
the following items:

•	 Implementation of risk indicators and limits;
•	 Risk assessment.

本集團已識別出主要業務的重大風險，來源

可歸納為聯營公司風險、保險風險、信用風

險、市場風險及操作風險。其內容及相關管

理措施概述如下：

聯營公司風險

「聯營公司風險」係指聯營公司未能實現投資

公司的利益的風險。

本集團最重要的投資為廈銀集團，故為降低

不確定性，本公司通過提名董事以及對長期

投資業績的持續監控等方式進行風險管理。

於2020 年底，我們的銀行業務總資產占本集
團資產總額的72.2%。

保險風險

「保險風險」係指經營保險業務時，於收取保

險費並開始承擔被保險人移轉之風險後，依

合約支付理賠款項及相關費用時，因非預期

之變化造成損失之風險。

閩信保險已建立核保制度以篩選優質業務，

並透過合適的理賠程序以降低處理理賠過程

中因作業不當或疏失產生的風險，同時透過

再保險安排將風險控制在可接受的範圍內。

閩信保險於2020 年底的曝險金額（即保險責
任總值，淨額）為港幣12,108萬元，較2019
年底的港幣7,889萬元增加53.5%。

SIGNIFICANT RISKS TO THE GROUP

The Group has identif ied signif icant r isks in principal 
businesses,  which can be categor ised as :  Associated 
company risk, Insurance risk, Credit risk, Market risk and 
Operational risk. The summary about the risks and related 
management measures are as follows:

Associated Company Risk

“Associated company risk “ is the risk of difficulty in realisation 
of investment institution’s interests of an associated company.

The Group holds the most significant investment in XIB 
Group. Therefore, the Company conducts risk management 
by nominating Directors and continuously monitoring long-
term investment performance to reduce uncertainty.

At the end of 2020, the total assets of our banking business 
accounted for 72.2% of the Group’s total assets.

Insurance Risk

“Insurance risk” refers to the risk of losses resulting from 
unexpected changes in the payment of claims and related 
expenses in accordance with the contract after receiving 
premiums and starting to undertake the risk of the insured 
in the insurance business.

In order to reduce the risk, Min Xin Insurance focuses on 
high-quality new businesses with mature underwriting 
policies, and adopts appropriate claim procedures to reduce 
the risks in claim processing due to improper operations 
or negligence. Besides, Min Xin Insurance has arranged the 
reinsurance to control risks within an acceptable range.

The risk exposure (total insurance liabilities, net) of Min 
Xin Insurance at the end of 2020 was HK$121.08 million, an 
increase of 53.5% as compared to HK$78.89 million at the 
end of 2019.

信用風險

「信用風險」係指交易對手或債務人無法或拒

絕履行合約義務，而產生潛在財務損失的風

險。

閩信保險的信用風險主要來自合約再保險人

未能履行再保險合約而使閩信保險產生財務

損失之風險，並可能導致本集團合併資產之

減損。閩信保險於再保安排前已揀選信用評

級標準普爾在A- 以上（或相當於）的合約再
保險人作為合作夥伴，並定期監控合約再保

險人之信用評級。截至2020年12月31日，
合作之合約再保險人共11家，其信用評級均
在A-以上。

三元小貸的信用風險主要來自於債務人無法

或拒絕償還貸款，造成不良債權餘額上升，

而可能導致本集團合併資產之減損。三元小

貸目前已停止新貸款業務，並繼續採取積極

主動方式收回不良貸款。

市場風險

「市場風險」係指因金融市場工具之價格變

動，進而影響本集團金融資產價值產生損失

之風險。

本集團的風險管理目標是在提高股東價值的

同時，確保將風險控制在集團可接受範圍。

於2020 年底，本集團於主要的金融工具曝
險金額分別為：股票：港幣4.0百萬元（市
值），基金：等值約港幣47.6百萬元（市值），
結構型存款：人民幣472.6百萬元（等值港幣
561.7百萬元）（本金）。

另外，本集團所投資的部分產品是採人民幣

計價，故本集團可能會有人民幣兌換港元的

匯率風險。考量本集團的資金運用方式，截

至2020年底，本集團並無顯著的因匯率波動
所導致的市場風險。

SIGNIFICANT RISKS TO THE GROUP (Continued)

Credit Risk

“Credit risk” is the risk of potential financial loss due to 
counterparty or debtor fail ing or declining to per form 
contractual obligations.

The credit risk of Min Xin Insurance is mainly from the risk 
of treaty-reinsurer failing to execute the reinsurance treaty 
resulting in Min Xin Insurance suffering financial loss and 
may lead to an impairment of the Group’s consolidated 
assets. Min Xin Insurance has selected treaty-reinsurers 
with credit ratings of A- or above from Standard & Poor’s 
(or equivalent) as business partners prior to arranging 
reinsurance and has regularly monitored their credit ratings. 
There were 11 treaty-reinsurers cooperating with Min Xin 
Insurance, and their credit ratings were all above A- as at 31 
December 2020.

The credit risk of the Sanyuan Micro Credit arises from the 
debtor failing or refusing to repay the loans resulting in 
the increase of non-performing debts and may lead to an 
impairment of the Group’s consolidated assets. Sanyuan 
Micro Credit has stopped underwriting new loan business 
and will continue to adopt proactive measures to recover its 
nonperforming loans.

Market Risk

“Market risk” is the risk due to price changes in financial 
market instruments which affect the value of the Group’s 
financial assets and in turn create losses.

The Group’s r isk management objective is  to increase 
shareholders’ value while ensuring that the risks will be 
controlled within the Group’s acceptable range. The risk 
exposures of the Group in major financial instruments at 
the end of 2020 were: Stocks: HK$4.0 million (market value), 
Funds: equivalent to approximately HK$47.6 million (market 
value), Structured deposits: RMB472.6 million (equivalent to 
HK$561.7 million) (principal).

Besides, some of the investment vehicles are denominated 
in RMB. The Group may have exchange risk in the conversion 
of RMB into HKD. Considering that the application of fund 
the Group did not have any significant market risk resulting 
from the exchange volatility as at 31 December 2020.

「操作風險」係指因內部作業、人員及系統之

不當或失誤，或因外部事件所造成之損失。

本集團通過有效的職責分工與制衡，梳理關

鍵業務環節，並建立正式的規章制度等方式

有關新冠疫情對本集團的影響

自2020年伊始，全球受到新冠疫情的影響，
整體的經濟活動及消費均有趨緩、停滯甚至

衰退的情況。在業務部份，本集團下屬子公

司福建閩信及三明小貸已分別於2019年及
2016年暫停開拓新業務，故其影響有限；閩
信保險主營為涉及財產損壞及責任的一般保

險，故個人及企業仍有購買一般保險的需求。

在公司運作層面，本公司及所有全資附屬公

司均已建立業務持續營運計劃 (BCP)並審慎
面對疫情並評估可能對公司經營及員工的影

響。若疫情轉為險峻，本公司及閩信保險已

提供遠程辦公模式允許員工在家上班或可前

往後備辦公室繼續執行業務。

整體而言，本集團在2020年度受新冠疫情所
導致的經濟惡化的影響是有限的，故此風險

仍在可控範圍內。

內幕消息及披露

本集團已制定《內幕消息披露政策》，對內幕

消息的定義、內幕消息及披露的要求、董事

會及高級管理層對於內幕消息管理承擔的角

色及職責、處理及發佈內幕消息的程序及內

部監控、對外溝通等方面進行了嚴格規範。

內幕消息披露公告須由董事會或經其授權的

高級人員審批。

Operational Risk

“Operational risk” is the risk of losses due to improper 
or faulty of internal operation, personnel and system, or 
external events.

The Group manages and controls the risks through methods 
such as effective work division and balancing mechanism, 
sort major business segments and set up formal policies.

The impact of Covid-19 to the Group

Since the beginning of year 2020, the outbreak of Covid-19 
has a s ignif icant impact  on the global  economic and 
consumption activity becomes slowing or resulting in a dull 
consumer market. In respect to the business, Fujian Minxin 
Investments Co., Ltd., and Sanming Sanyuan District Minxin 
Micro Credit Company Limited has stopped new business 
since 2019 and 2016, respectively. Therefore, the influence 
is  only  minimal.  For  the M in Xin I nsurance Company 
Limited, it underwrites general insurance business which 
includes property damage and liability insurance. Individual 
and corporation still have the needs to buy the general 
insurance.

As to the operation, the Company and its wholly-owned 
subsidiaries have in place a business continuity plan (BCP) 
so that we can prudently assess the pandemic and its impact 
to the company’s operations and staff. Once the pandemic 
turns into severe, the Company and Min Xin insurance could 
launch working from home program to work remotely or will 
open the backup office to continue the business operation.

O veral l ,  the Covid-19 had result  in  l imited impac t  to 
the Group in 2020 and the risk is within boundaries of 
acceptable range.

INSIDE INFORMATION AND DISCLOSURE

The Group has formulated the “Inside Information Disclosure 
Policy” to have strict specification on areas such as the 
definition of inside information, the requirements for the 
release of inside information, the roles and responsibilities 
o f  t h e  B o a rd  a n d  t h e  s e n i o r  m a n a g e m e nt  o n  i n s i d e 
information management, the procedures and internal 
control for processing and issuing inside information as 
well as public communication. The announcement of the 
disclosure of inside information shall be submitted to the 
Board or an authorised officer for approval.

REVIEW OF RISK MANAGEMENT AND 
INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEMS

In accordance with the CG Code C.2.1 and C.2.2, the Board 
and the Audit Committee reviewed the Group’s financial, 
operational, compliance, and risk management functions in 
2020. The senior management has confirmed to the Board 
and the Audit Committee that the current risk management 
and internal control systems of the Group are adequate 
and effective. Based on the review results and the senior 
management ‘s confirmation, the Board and the Audit 
Committee considered the Group’s risk management and 
internal control systems to be adequate and effective as of 
31 December 2020. Details of which are summarized below:

In the year under review, the Board reviewed the Group’s risk 
management framework which contained risk management 
objectives, risk appetite framework, risk monitoring and risk 
reporting.

In the year under review, the Board was of the view that 
the risk management and internal control system has been 
continuously improved by the Group. It strives to make the 
risk management methods more standardised, including 
the enhancement of risk appetite system, risk indicators and 
risk limits, and risk monitoring system for the Group in the 
future.

The Group will continue to strengthen the management and 
implementation of risk management and internal control 
system in order to comply with the provisions in the CG 
Code and best practices.

PRINCIPAL ACTIVITIES

The principal activity of the Company is investment holding, 
and the Company and its subsidiaries (the “Group”) are 
principally engaged in financial services, insurance, property 
investment and strategic investment. The principal activities 
and other particulars of the principal subsidiaries and 
associates are set out in Notes 38 and 17 respectively to the 
consolidated financial statements.

An analysis of the revenue and results of the Group by 
operating segment during the financial year is set out in 
Note 5 to the consolidated financial statements.

RESULTS AND APPROPRIATIONS

The results of the Group for the year ended 31 December 
2020 and the financial position of the Group at that date are

Insurance contracts are classified depending on the 
duration of risk and whether or not the terms and 
conditions are fixed.

Short-term insurance contracts issued by the Group 
are casualty and property insurance contracts.

Casualty insurance contracts protect the Group’s 
customers against the risk of financial loss arising 
from causing harm to third parties as a result of their 
legitimate activities. Damages covered include both 
contractual and non-contractual events. The typical 
protection offered is designed for employers who 
become legally liable to pay compensation to injured 
employees (employers’ liability) and for individual 
and business customers who become liable to pay 
compensation to a third party for bodily harm or 
property damage (public liability).

Proper ty insurance contracts mainly compensate 
t h e  G r o u p’s  c u s t o m e r s  fo r  d a m a g e  s u f fe r e d  t o 
their properties or for the value of property lost. 
Customers who undertake commercial activities on 
their premises could also receive compensation for 
the loss of earnings caused by the inability to use the 
insured properties in their business activities (business 
interruption cover).

They include direc t  and indirec t  c la ims 
settlement costs and arise from events that have 
occurred up to the reporting date even if they have 
not yet been reported to the Group. The Group does 
not discount its liabilities for unpaid claims. Liabilities

The DAC is subsequently amortised over the 
life of the contracts as premium is earned.

(c)	 Liability adequacy test

At each reporting date, liability adequacy tests are 
performed to ensure the adequacy of the contract 
liabilities net of related DAC assets. In performing these 
tests, current best estimates of future contractual cash 
flows and claims handling and administration expenses 
are used. Any deficiency is immediately charged to 
the income statement initially by writing off DAC and 
subsequently by establishing a provision for losses 
arising from liability adequacy tests (the unexpired risk 
provision). Any DAC written off as a result of this test 
cannot subsequently be reinstated.

3.3	 Casualty and property insurance contract 
liabilities

Fo r  c a s u a l t y  a n d  p ro p e r t y  i n s u ra n ce  co n t ra c t s , 
estimates have to be made for both the expected 
ultimate costs of claims reported at the reporting date 
and the expected ultimate costs of claims incurred but 
not reported (“IBNR”) at the reporting date. It may take 
a significant period of time before the ultimate costs of 
claims can be established with certainty and for some 
type of policies, IBNR claims form the majority of the 
insurance liabilities in the consolidated statement of 
financial position. The ultimate costs of outstanding 
claims are estimated by using a range of standard 
actuarial claims projection techniques, such as the 
Bornhuetter-Ferguson (“BF”) method.

The main assumption underlying these techniques 
is that past claims development experience can be 
used to project future claims development and hence 
ult imate costs of  claims.  As such,  these methods 
extrapolate the development of paid and incurred 
losses, average cost per claim and claim numbers 
based on the observed development of earlier years 
and expected loss ratios. Historical claims development 
is mainly analysed by accident year,  as well  as by 
significant business lines and claim types. Large claims 
are usually separately addressed, either by being 
reserved at the face value based on loss adjustors’ 
estimates or separately projected in order to reflect 
their future development. The assumptions used are 
those implicit in the historical claims development 
data on which the projections are based. Additional 
qualitative judgement is used to assess the extent to 
which past trends may not apply in future (for example 
to reflect one-off occurrence, changes in external or 
market factors such as public attitudes of claiming, 
economic conditions, levels of claims inflation, judicial 
decisions and legislation, as well as internal factors 
such as portfolio mix, policy conditions and claims 
handling procedures), so as to arrive at the estimated 
ultimate costs of claims that present the likely outcome 
from the range of possible outcomes, taking into 
account all of the uncertainties involved.

(a)	 Classification of financial assets

The classification of financial assets is based on two 
criteria: the business model for managing the financial 
assets and whether the financial assets’ contractual 
cash flows represent solely payments of principal and 
interest on the principal amount outstanding. The 
management of XIB Group has made an assessment of 
the objective of the business model in which an asset 
is held at a portfolio level because this best reflected 
the way the business is managed and information is 
provided to management. The assessment of whether 
the contractual cash flows on financial assets are solely 
comprised of principal and interest was made based on 
the facts and circumstances as at the initial recognition 
of the assets. In assessing whether the contractual cash 
flows are solely payments of principal and interest, 
XIB Group considered the contractual terms of the 
financial asset. This included assessing whether the 
financial asset contained a contractual term that could 
change the timing or amount of contractual cash flows 
such that it would not meet this condition.

(b)	 Fair value of financial instruments

The fair values of financial instruments that are not 
quoted in active markets are determined by XIB Group 
using valuation techniques. Valuation techniques used 
include market comparison approach and discounted 
cash flows analysis and models. To the extent practical, 
models use only observable data, however areas such 
as weighted average cost of capital, credit risks (both 
own and counterparty), volatilities and correlations 
require management of XIB Group to make estimates.

XIB Group adopts ECL model for measurement of 
impairment allowances on loans and advances. ECLs 
are a probability-weighted estimate of credit losses. 
It will no longer be necessary for a loss event to occur 
before an impairment loss is recognised under ECL 
model. Therefore it may result in earlier recognition of 
credit losses as either 12-month ECLs or lifetime ECLs 
on XIB Group’s loans and advances depending on the 
facts and circumstances. When determining whether 
the credit risk of a loan and advance has increased 
s igni f icant ly  s ince  in i t ia l  recognit ion and when 
estimating ECLs, XIB Group considers both quantitative 
and qualitative information and analysis, based on 
XIB Group’s historical experience and informed credit 
assessment and including forward-looking information. 
Credit losses are measured as the present value of all 
cash shortfalls (i.e. the difference between the cash 
flows due to XIB Group in accordance with the contract 
and the cash flows that XIB Group expects to receive) 
which are discounted at the effective interest rate of 
the individual loan and advance. The methodology 
and assumptions used in assessing the credit risk and 
determining whether a loan and advance is credit-
impaired and the amount of ECLs recognised are 
reviewed at each reporting date. Any change in the 
amount of ECL is recognised as an impairment gain or 
loss in profit or loss.

XIB Group has recognised a consolidated goodwill 
on acquisition of approximately 64.31% shareholding 
in CYB at the date of acquisition based on the costs 
of acquisition and the fair value of identifiable net 
assets of CYB. In assessing the impairment of the 
consol idated goodwi l l ,  the  recoverable  amount 
of CYB cash-generating units is determined based 
on the value in use calculation.  The value in use 
calculation requires XIB Group to estimate the future 
cash flow projections of CYB cash-generating units 
based on financial budgets covering judgement and 
assumptions made by senior management and the 
pre-tax discount rate in order to calculate the present 
value. Based on the impairment assessment performed 
by XIB Group on such consolidated goodwill at 31 
December 2020, no impairment loss was recognised. 
However, as key assumptions on which management 
of XIB Group has made in respect of future cash flow 
projections are subject to change, an adverse change 
in the assumptions could cause the carrying amount to 
exceed its recoverable amount.

險及財務風險，包括市場風險（包括外

匯風險、價格風險及利率風險）、信貸

風險及流動資金風險。本註釋總結本集

團的這些風險承擔，以及其管理的目

標、政策與程序及量度這些風險的方

法。

本集團的投資政策是在可控制的風險水

平內，以既能滿足本集團流動資金需

要，又能取得最佳投資回報的方式，審

慎投資其資金。本集團的整體風險管理

專注於財務市場的不可預測性及尋求儘

量減低對本集團財務表現的潛在不利影

響。

董事會代表著股東的利益，是本集團風

險管理的最高決策機構，並對風險管理

負最終責任。董事會已採納評估及批准

重大投資決定的程序。基於其金融資產

及金融負債的性質，本集團主要按質量

方式監察其所承擔的風險。

本公司總經理（「總經理」）及高級管理

人員組成總經理辦公會負責管理本集團

各類風險，審批詳細的風險管理政策，

並在董事會授權範圍內審批重大風險承

擔或交易。

本集團建立了一套內部控制系統，包括

設立權責分立清晰的組織架構，以監察

業務運作是否符合既定政策、程序及限

額。適當的匯報機制足以確保監控職能

獨立於業務範疇，同時機構內有足夠的

職責分工，有助營造適當的內部控制環

境。

The Group’s business activities expose it to a variety 
of insurance risk and financial risks including market 
risk (including foreign exchange risk, price risk and 
interest rate risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. This note 
summarises the Group’s exposure to these risks, as well 
as its objectives, policies and processes for managing 
and the methods used to measure these risks.

The Group’s investment policy is to prudently invest 
its  funds in a manner which satisf ies the Group’s 
liquidity requirements and generates optimal returns 
to the Group within a manageable r isk level.  The 
Group’s  overal l  r isk  management focuses on the 
unpredictability of financial markets and seeks to 
minimise potential adverse effects on the Group’s 
performance.

The Board, representing the interest of shareholders, 
i s  the highest  decis ion mak ing author i t y  of  the 
Group and has the ultimate responsibility for risk 
management.  The Board has adopted procedures 
for evaluating and approving significant investment 
decisions. Given the nature of the Group’s financial 
assets and liabilities, their risk exposures are monitored 
by the Group primarily on a qualitative basis.

T h e  G e n e r a l  M a n a g e r  M e e t i n g  c o m p r i s e s  t h e 
General  Manager (“GM”) and senior management 
of the Company, is  responsible for managing the 
Group’s various types of risks, approving detailed 
risk management policies, and approving material 
risk exposures or transactions within its authority 
delegated by the Board.

The Group has put in place an internal control system, 
including establishment of the Group’s organisation 
structure that sets adequately clear lines of authority 
and responsibility for monitoring compliance with 
policies, procedures and limits. Proper reporting lines 
also provide sufficient independence of the control 
functions from the business areas, as well as adequate 
segregation of duties throughout the organisation 
which helps to promote appropriate internal control 
environment.

任何一份保險合約的風險是指發生保險

事故的可能性及由此產生的賠償金額的

不確定性的風險。由於保險合約的特有

性質，其風險屬不規則的風險，因此為

不可預料的風險。

如保險合約組合應用定價及撥備的或然

性原則，本集團面臨的主要風險是實際

賠償金額超過已計提保險責任的賬面

值。這種風險在索賠頻率或賠付的嚴重

程度超過估計的情況下均可能出現。由

於保險事故屬不規則的，故此實際賠償

宗數及金額將與採用統計技術設定的水

平每年均有所不同。

經驗證明相類似的保險合約組合越大，

其相對之預期結果可變性越低。另外，

較多元化的合約組合較不容易受組合中

保險風險上升的因素包括未有將風險的

The Group issues contracts that transfer insurance risk. 
This section summarises these risks and the way the 
Group manages such risks.

The risks under any one insurance contract are the 
possibil ity that the insured event occurs and the 
uncertainty of the amount of the resulting claims. By 
the very nature of an insurance contract, these risks are 
random and therefore unpredictable.

For a portfolio of insurance contracts where the theory 
of probability is applied to pricing and provisioning, 
the pr incipal  r isk  that  the Group faces under i ts 
insurance contracts is that the amount of the actual 
claims exceed the carrying amount of the insurance 
liabilities. This could occur because the frequency or 
severity of claims are greater than estimated. Insurance 
events  are  random and the ac tual  numbers  and 
amounts of claims will vary from year to year from the 
level established using statistical techniques.

Experience shows that the larger the portfolio of 
similar insurance contracts, the smaller the relative 
variability about the expected outcome will be. In 
addition, a more diversified portfolio is less likely to be 
affected across the board by a change in any subset of 
the portfolio.

Factors that aggravate insurance risk include lack of 
risk diversification in terms of type and amount of risk, 
geographical location and type of industry covered.

(i)	 Frequency and severity of claims

The frequency and severity of claims can be affected by 
several factors. The most significant are the increasing 
level  of  awards for  the damage suffered and the 
increase in number of cases coming to court that were 
inactive or latent for a long period of time. Estimated 
inflation is also a significant factor due to the long 
period typically equired to settle these cases.

承保策略用意在於確保承保風險可以在

風險種類及金額、行業及地區等方面充

分地分散。

承保設有限額以執行適當的風險挑選準

則。例如，本集團有權重新定價、取消

或不續保一份合約，亦可施加自負額及

有權拒絕支付欺詐索償。保險合約亦使

本集團有權向第三者追索部分或全部費

用（代位權）。除法例規定外，本集團的

策略限制任何個別保單的風險總額超出

某一數額。

再保險協議包括臨時再保險、比例合約

及超額損失再保險範圍。此等再保險協

議使本集團不會遭受保險損失淨值總額

高於指定總額的損失。在整體的再保險

計劃以外，如有需要時，本集團會安排

The Group manages these risks through its underwriting 
strategy, adequate reinsurance arrangements and claims 
handling.

The underwriting strategy attempts to ensure that 
the underwritten risks are well diversified in terms of 
type and amount of risk, industry and geographical 
location.

Underwriting limits are in place to enforce appropriate 
risk selection criteria. For example, the Group has the 
right to re-price, cancel or not to renew a contract, it 
can impose deductibles and it has the right to reject 
the payment of fraudulent claim. Insurance contracts 
also entitle the Group to pursue third par ties for 
payment of some or all costs (subrogation). Unless the 
legislation requires, the Group’s strategy limits the total 
exposure of any individual policy to a certain amount.

The reinsurance arrangements include facultative, 
proportional treaties and excess of loss coverage. The 
effect of such reinsurance arrangements is that the 
Group should not suffer total net insurance losses more 
than the prescribed amount. In addition to the overall 
reinsurance program, additional reinsurance protection 
for any individual risk will be arranged when necessary.

The concentration of insurance risk before and after 
reinsurance by territory in relation to type of insurance 
accepted is summarised below, with reference to the 
carrying amounts of the insurance liabilities (gross and 
net of reinsurance) arising from insurance contracts:

Claims on insurance contracts are payable on a claim-
occurrence basis. The Group is liable for all insured 
events that occurred during the term of the contract 
even if the loss is discovered after the end of the 
contract term. As a result, liability claims are settled 
over a long period of time and a larger element of 
claims provision relates to incurred but not reported 
claims. There are several variables that affect the 
amounts and timing of cash flows from these contracts. 
These mainly relate to the inherent risks by individual 
contract holders and the risk management procedures 
adopted. The compensation paid on these contracts 
is  the monetar y awards granted for bodily injur y 
suffered. Such awards are lump-sum payments that are 
calculated as the present value of the lost of earnings 
and rehabilitation expenses that the injured party will 
incur as a result of the accident.

The estimated costs of claims include direct expenses 
to be incurred in settling claims, net of the expected 
subrogation value and other recoveries. The Group 
takes  a l l  reasonable  s teps  to  ensure  that  i t  has 
appropriate information regarding its claims exposures. 
However, given the uncertainty in establishing claims 
provisions, it is likely that the final outcome will prove 
to be different from the original liabilities established. 
The liabilities for these contracts comprise provisions 
for IBNR, provisions for reported claims not yet paid 
and provisions for unexpired risks at the reporting 
date.

In calculating the estimated costs of unpaid claims (both 
reported and not reported), the Group’s estimation 
techniques are a combination of loss-ratio-based 
estimates (where the loss ratio is defined as the ratio 
between the ultimate costs of insurance claims and 
insurance premiums earned in a particular financial year 
in relation to such claims) and estimates based upon 
actual claims experience using predetermined formulae 
where greater weight is given to actual claims experience 
as time passes.

The est imation of  IBNR is  general ly  subjec t  to a 
greater degree of uncertainty than the estimation 
of the costs of settling claims already notified to the 
Group, where information about the claim event is 
available. In estimating the amounts of IBNR which 
make reasonable provisions for the claims and the 
unexpired risks, it is necessary to project future costs 
of claims and associated claims expenses and simulate 
the outcomes of claims liabilities using models. These 
models are simplified representation of many legal, 
social and economic forces and may not be entirely 
appropriate for the types of insurance business being 
analysed. It is certain that actual future claims and 
claims expenses will not develop exactly as projected 
and may vary significantly from the projections.

I n  e s t i m a t i n g  t h e  l i a b i l i t i e s  f o r  t h e  c o s t s  o f 
reported claims not yet paid the Group considers 
any information available from loss adjusters and 
information on the costs of settling claims with similar 
character ist ics  in previous per iods.  Large claims 
are assessed on a case-by-case basis or projected 
separately in order to allow for the possible distortive 
effect of their development and incidence on the rest 
of the portfolio.

The impact on the profit before taxation described 
above does not take into account of changes in other 
variables, as they are considered to be less material.

The Group is exposed to credit risk, which is the risk 
that a customer or counterparty will  be unable to 
or unwilling to fulfill its repayment obligations for 
amounts due to the Group. The Group’s credit risk 
is primarily attributable to loans to customers and 
interest receivable, insurance related receivables and 
other receivables.

The Group’s exposure to credit risk is influenced mainly 
by the individual characteristics of each customer 
and therefore significant concentrations of credit 
risk primarily arise when the Group has significant 
exposure to individual customers.

In respect of the insurance related receivables and 
other  receivables,  the Group l imits  i ts  exposure 
to credit risk by screening the counterparties, on-
going monitor ing and acquir ing col latera l  f rom 
counterparties. These receivables are required to meet 
the Group’s established financial requirements and 
the Group will obtain third party guarantees when it 
considered necessary.

The Group has recognised impairment allowances at 
amounts equal to lifetime ECLs for loans to customers 
and interest receivable. At 31 December 2020, the 
Group’s impairment allowances on loans to customers 
and interest receivable were HK$254.39 million (2019: 
HK$252.16 million) and impairment allowances to 
loans to customers and interest receivable ratio was 
92.36% (2019: 92.32%).

At 31 December 2020, bank balances were placed with 
reputable financial institutions with diversification.

The Group’s objectives when managing capital are to 
safeguard the Group’s ability to continue as a going 
concern in order to provide returns for shareholders of 
the Company and benefits for other stakeholders and 
to maintain an optimal capital structure to reduce the 
cost of capital.

Consistent with others in the industry, the Group 
monitors capital on the basis of the gearing ratio. 
This ratio is calculated as total borrowings divided by 
total net assets. Total borrowings comprise all bank 
borrowings and loan from the controlling shareholder 
as shown in the consolidated statement of financial 
position. Total net assets comprise all components of 
equity attributable to shareholders of the Company 
as shown in the consolidated statement of financial 
position.

D u r i n g  2 0 2 0 ,  t h e  G r o u p’s  s t r a t e g y,  w h i c h  w a s 
unchanged from 2019, was to maintain the gearing 
ratio at a healthy level of 30% or below. In order to 
maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group may 
adjust the amount of dividends paid to shareholders 
of the Company, issue new shares, raise new debt 
financing or sell assets to reduce debt.

The capital  requirements of Min Xin Insurance,  a 
wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, are mainly 
set and regulated by the Insurance Authority and these 
requirements are put in place to ensure sufficient 
solvency margins. Min Xin Insurance is required to 
maintain the value of its assets to be greater than the 
aggregate amount of its liabilities and the relevant 
amount within the meaning of Section 10 of the 
Insurance Ordinance. Min Xin Insurance is also required 
to maintain assets in Hong Kong with an amount that is 
not less than the aggregate of a prescribed percentage 
of its liabilities arising from Hong Kong insurance 
b u s i n e s s  a n d  t h e  re l e v a n t  a m o u n t  d e t e r m i n e d 
in accordance with Section 25A of the Insurance 
Ordinance.

In addition, the Macau Branch of Min Xin Insurance 
is required by the Macau Insurance Ordinance to set 
up technical reserves and to maintain a margin of 
solvency sufficient to meet the liabilities arising from 
its activities in Macau. The technical reserves shall 
be guaranteed by equivalent and congruent assets 
located in Macau, unless authorised by Autoridade 
Monetária De Macau to utilise overseas assets.

Min Xin Insurance also maintains a healthy capital 
ratios in order to support its business objectives and 
maximise shareholder’s value. Min Xin Insurance may 
adjust the dividend paid to the Company or issue new 
shares to the Company to fulfill these requirements.

Min Xin Insurance manages its capital requirements 
by assessing any shortfalls between the reported 
and required relevant amounts on a regular basis. 
Min Xin Insurance fully complied with the externally 
imposed requirements of the Insurance Authority and 
Autoridade Monetária De Macau during the reported 
financial periods.
